Sept 17  Dr Helen Paul (Univ. Southampton)  The South Sea Bubble
Dr Paul is an economic historian and a frequent contributor to history programmes on radio and TV, notably to Radio 4's 'In Our Time' with Melvyn Bragg. You can see her on YouTube telling the intriguing story of her family's London Scottish regimental kilt.

Oct 15 Graham Seel  (Head of History, St Paul's School) - The Artist and the King: Charles Sims's representation of King John at Runnymede. Charles Sims painted a large picture for the Palace of Westminster showing King John signing Magna Carta. And thereby hangs this tale of just how good or bad John was.

Nov 19 Helen Marcus - How the Heath was Saved
Helen Marcus (vice-president of the Heath and Hampstead Society) on how such a huge and priceless area is still green. She is currently involved in the fight to stop the Heath's ponds from being provided with immense – and she says unnecessary – dams.    

Jan 21  Dr. Benjamin Thompson  (Somerville College) - Reformation and Dissolution. Dr Thompson is a medievalist whose view of Henry the Eighth's church revolution is sure to be less personality-based than the 

current Cromwell-centred one. 

Feb 18     Prof Jonathan Harris  (Royal Holloway UL) - Byzantium, the forgotten Empire  Jonathan Harris is Professor of the History of Byzantium. Amongst the forgotten themes that he has studied are the Greek diaspora after the fall of Constantinople, Greek emigres in Renaissance Italy and just what is Malmsey? 

Mar 17    Prof William Philpott (KCL)  The Last Day of the Somme
One hundred years after the event, Professor Philpott recounts the Anglo-French victory – and the making of the twentieth century.
