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Appendix A. The Register of Music in London Newspapers 

1660–1750 Database  

A.1 Database Design and Construction 

Initial database design decisions were dictated by the over-riding concern that 

the Register of Music in London Newspapers 1660–1750 should be a source-oriented 

rather than a model-oriented database, with the integrity of the source being preserved 

as far as possible (Denley, 1994: 33-43; Harvey and Press, 1996).  The aim of the 

project was to store a large volume of data that had no obvious structure and to provide 

a comprehensive index to it that would serve both as a finding aid and as a database in 

its own right (Hartland and Harvey, 1989: 47-50).  The result was what Harvey and 

Press (1996: 10) term an ‘electronic edition’ of the texts in the newspapers, together 

with an index or coding scheme that provided an easy way of retrieving the desired 

information.  The stored data was divided into a text base with its physical and 

locational descriptors, and the index database. 

The design and specification of the database tables was undertaken by Charles 

Harvey and Philip Hartland using techniques of entity-relationship modelling and 

relational data analysis.  These techniques are discussed in numerous texts on databases 

and database design and have been applied to purely historical data (Hartland and 

Harvey, 1989; Harvey and Press, 1996: 103-130).  The Oracle relational database 

management system was used to create the tables, enter, store and manipulate the data.  

Initially the Register of Music took the form of three linked tables: TITLE, LOCATION 

and TEXT.  

The TITLE table stored the full titles of the newspapers and their associated 

codes; its structure is shown in Table A-1.  Any changes in title were recorded and 

given a new code.

The TEXT table stored the transcription of the musical reference and various 

labels classifying its content. Text was transcribed in its original spelling but without 

indication of font changes or original line-length; it was felt that retention of these 

would serve no useful purpose and would necessitate an extremely complicated 

interface with a word-processor outside Oracle.  The table structure is shown in Table 

A-3.  Originally 38 columns were created to store the texts, but this was later expanded 

to 52 columns to accommodate longer texts.  This was still not sufficient for a few very 

long texts but trials with further expansion caused the software to crash when saving 

records.

The relationships between these three tables is shown graphically using an 

entity-relationship diagram in Figure A-1; Harbor (1996; 2006) describes the entire 

database in detail.  A data-entry application with easy-to-use forms was designed using 

Oracle’s Interactive Application Facility (IAF);
84

 the first screen of this is shown in 

Figure A-2.

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Technical limitations in early versions of the database software necessitated the 

storing of the text of each musical reference in a large number of 80-character long 

fields (data-type CHAR) within the TEXT table.  It could not be stored in a single field 

of data-type LONG as the Structured Query Language (SQL) used with Oracle and 

many other relational database management systems had no facilities for searching 

fields of this type at that time.
85

  The selected design meant that searches of the text of 

the references were possible but were rather cumbersome.  An example SQL query 

follows: 

SELECT *  

FROM TEXT 

WHERE L1 LIKE ‘Handel%’ 

OR L2 LIKE ‘Handel%’  

OR L3 LIKE ‘Handel%’ 

OR L4 LIKE ‘Handel%’

It was quickly realised that the multiplicity of detail within the texts required 

more sophisticated searching techniques than simple string searches. Initially it was 

planned to construct an index to the texts; this single table would act as an independent 

database, containing information extracted from the full texts.  The material transcribed 

into the Register being of the utmost variety, it was felt that no single format would 

encompass all of the items included; the only way to index such heterogeneous 

information was to fragment the text into discrete details and index each separately.  

While providing an immensely flexible and sensitive research tool, this system of 

indexing, given the name ‘Dynamo’ by the project team, would have been enormously 

time-consuming to set up manually, involving as it did the review of every single 

record, and entry into the index of every single relevant detail, no matter how many 

times it occurred in the database.   

Essentially the shortcomings of the database were caused by the technical 

limitations of the database software then available:

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• Spelling in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries was not yet standardised, 

especially where names were concerned, and dealing with these orthographical 

vagaries when searching posed problems. 

• The use of multiple CHAR fields in which to store the text resulted in: 

o A cumbersome editing method; this was especially problematic for texts that 

were repeated with minor changes or additions that increased the length of a 

line beyond the 80-character limit thus necessitating re-entry of the complete 

text. 

o An unwieldy search method (see above) although this could be alleviated by 

running a stored SQL query containing a substitution variable character that 

could be replaced by the required text at run time. 

• Very long texts could still not be stored in their entirety but had to span two or more 

text numbers. 

• Indexing of text using the ‘Dynamo’ system would be very time-consuming. 

A.2 Updating Search and Retrieval Systems 

In the late 1980s the development by Oracle Corporation of SQL*TextRetrieval, 

a free-text retrieval and search module, provided the means to solve many of the 

shortcomings identified above by allowing searching of the previously unsearchable 

data type LONG.
86

  When loaded into the SQL*TextRetrieval module, each word in the 

LONG field within a table was indexed and its exact location recorded, thus making 

searches for individual words within LONG fields possible.  Moreover, proximity 

searching was enabled, so that researchers could find all occurrences of a certain word 

within a specified distance forwards or backwards from another word.  For example, 

within the Register all occurrences of the word ‘violin’ within a given proximity of the 

word ‘concerto’ could be identified, allowing a focus upon violin concertos, whether 

they were described as ‘violin concerto’ or ‘concerto for the violin’.
 
 

However, the real power of a free-text system lies in the range of thesaurus-

based facilities provided.  For each word on the word index list a group of synonyms, 

broader terms and more loosely related terms could be developed.  Thus for texts within

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the Register using alternative spellings of the name Handel (‘Haendel’, ‘Hendel’, 

‘Hendl’, ‘Hondl’ and ‘Handl’), the thesaurus could provide the synonym ‘Handel’ as 

the standardised form, with ‘composer’, ‘performer’, and ‘person’ as broader terms.  

The process of editing the thesaurus once for each music-related term, however many 

times it occurred within the textbase as a whole, was much less time-consuming than 

that of entering the required three- or four-part code for each and every occurrence of 

every music-related term as envisaged with the ‘Dynamo’ manual indexing method.  

There was, however, some minimal loss in terms of precision, in that it was not possible 

to specify that one musical reference mentioned Handel in his capacity of composer and 

another in his capacity as performer (Harbor, 1996: 42-3; Harvey and Press, 1996: 166-

176). 

The SQL*TextRetrieval module was not available on all platforms: it could not 

be implemented on the data entry PCs, but only on the DEC VAX microcomputer onto 

which all the data was then backed up.  Then working as a technical adviser to the 

Register  project, I initially transformed the backed-up text data from its series of short 

text fields into a single field of data type LONG and wrote a special SQL*Forms 

application to take advantage of the capabilities of SQL*TextRetrieval when searching 

the database.  The lengthy and inefficient SQL queries that had been necessitated by the 

use of a series of short text fields could  now be replaced by the more efficient searching 

methods used by SQL*TextRetrieval. 

Following the implementation of the SQL*TextRetrieval module on the VAX 

machine, I also took the opportunity to review the Register in detail, especially with 

regard to data input via the PCs.  I now restructured the LOCATION and TEXT tables 

to form a single table called REGISTER.
87

  Although the initial design had allowed 

more than one text to be assigned to each location (a single page in a newspaper of a 

specified date), in practice when carrying out queries the necessity of joining two tables 

together increased both the written length of the queries themselves and the time they 

took to process, while the amount of data duplicated when entering each location afresh 

was very small. The series of short text fields that had been used to store the text was 

replaced by a single field of data type LONG, thus facilitating text editing especially for

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texts that repeated with only small changes in detail, and allowing entry of texts that had 

previously been too long to be stored as a single record.   

Additionally, the default Oracle format for the DATE data type of ‘DD-MON-

YY’ had meant that additional programming when creating data entry forms was 

required to allow entry of four digit years; this had not been carried out as part of the 

initial development in Oracle version 4 and instead three fields were used for each date 

— DAY, MONTH and YEAR.  Developments in the data entry module now made it 

much easier to allow entry of four digit years and it was thus possible for me to reduce 

these three fields for each date to a single field of data type DATE.  The structure of the 

REGISTER table is shown in Table A-4; the relationship between it and the TITLE 

table is shown graphically in an entity-relationship diagram in Figure A-3.  I also 

designed and constructed a new data-entry form using Oracle Developer/2000 Forms 

4.5 (see Figure A-4).

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A.3 Limitations of the Full-text Register of Music 

Little of the data contained in the newspapers which form the basis of the 

Register of Music in London Newspapers 1660-1750 can be described as being 

explicitly structured: they are not presented as a matrix of rows and columns with a 

fixed number of well-defined fields and a high frequency of entry in most fields.  Here 

they differ from the type of highly structured data that one might find in poll books or 

cost accounts, for instance (Hartland and Harvey, 1989).  However, the information that 

is contained in the title section and colophon of a newspaper follows a set formula and 

its structure is thus fairly easy to ascertain: every newspaper has a title, most give the 

date of publication and the name(s) of the publisher(s), the price is often present, and it 

is easy to count the number of pages and work out the frequency of publication from the 

publication dates given.  This information is already included within the Register in the 

series of locational descriptors that forms part of the entry for each musical reference.  

These locational descriptors, together with the texts of the musical references 

themselves, were stored in the single table called REGISTER (see Table A-4).  The full 

titles of the newspapers and their associated codes were still stored in the TITLE table 

(see Table A-1) (Harbor, 2006). 

The data contained in the texts of the musical references themselves, however, is 

more complex.  It was decided from the outset that the integrity of the source should be 

preserved so the texts containing musical references were entered verbatim without any 

attempt to elicit their structure.  This decision can be easily understood when examining 

the texts, as their structure is not immediately obvious and will differ according to the 

purpose of each text.  Advertisements for musical events usually include at a minimum 

the name of the venue and the date and time at which they will take place; many include 

much more detail about performers and the pieces to be performed.  Announcements of 

the publication of books or music, on the other hand, usually comprise the name of the 

publication and its author, where it may be obtained and at what price.  More detailed 

announcements, especially for collections of music, might also list the various pieces 

and their composers.  Example advertisements for concerts such as shown in Figure 4-1 

and Figure 8-12 have illustrated the problem: both specify the location, date and time of 

the concert, but that is not always the case in such advertisements.  More information is 

included in both examples but this differs from advertisement to advertisement, with 
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that in Figure 8-12 giving quite full details about the pieces to be performed and by 

whom. 

However, the decision to preserve the integrity of the source by inputting the full 

text of each reference verbatim is both the strength and weakness of the Register of 

Music.  As they are currently stored and organised, the texts provide a remarkable 

resource if one needs to locate references to particular composers, performers, venues or 

publications.  Even though spelling in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries was not 

yet standardised, especially where personal names were concerned, dealing with these 

orthographical problems can be accomplished successfully when searching for 

individual strings by use of the thesaurus facilities.  However, searches cannot always 

be as precise as might ideally be preferred.  Historians can easily search for all 

references that mention Geminiani; and by using relevant sections of the thesaurus, they 

can also search for all references that mention any composer of music.  Yet it is not 

possible to be more precise and search for references that mention Geminiani in his 

capacity as composer, rather than as performer.  This is because there is only a single 

entry for Geminiani in the text index, while thesaurus entries record broader terms of 

‘composer’, ‘performer’ and so on without differentiating exactly which meaning is 

intended in each individual text.  Furthermore, while each reference to a musical event 

or publication may not contain the full range of possible information, there is a huge 

wealth of data which could be analysed more systematically were the data organised in 

such a way as to facilitate this.  

The initial plan to provide a comprehensive index to the Register was abandoned 

and the facilities provided by SQL*TextRetrieval and its successors, although of great 

utility for some purposes, do not allow systematic analysis of the texts and the 

information contained therein.  It was thus apparent that additions would have to be 

made to the Register if it were to provide the information on which to base this study 

(see Section 3.5 and Appendix B). 
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Appendix B. Structure of the Concerts Database 

The Concerts Database consists of a series of eight linked tables: CONCERT, 

CONCERT_TYPE, VENUE, CONCERT_DETAIL, TICKET_DETAIL, 

TICKET_LOCATION, BENEFICIARY and PERSONNEL 

The CONCERT table stores information about the date, time and venue of a 

concert that was presented within a musical reference.  The structure of the CONCERT 

table is shown in Table B-1.  Any particular concert can appear more than once in the 

CONCERT table, as each individual reference that referred to a concert is entered 

separately with the different details that it might present.  For instance, there might be 

several advertisements for a single concert, some of which might give different 

particulars:  

For the Benefit of Mrs. Robinson, late Mrs. Turner, 

who never sung but once before in publick. 

T the King's Theatre in the Hay-Market, on Saturday next, being the 

28th of February, will be performed a Concert of Musick, divided 

into four Parts, the second Part entirely new, compos'd by Signor Attilio 

Ariosti purposely on this Occasion.  To begin at 7 a Clock. 
(Daily Courant, 24 February 1719) 

  

By Command. 

For the Benefit of Mrs. Robinson, late Mrs. Turner, 

who never sung but once before in publick. 

T the King's Theatre in the Hay-Market, this present Saturday, 

being the 28th Day of February, will be performed a Concert of 

Musick, divided into three Parts, the second Part entirely new, compos'd 

by Signor Attilio Ariosti purposely on this Occasion.  Boxes and Pit put 

together, and none to enter without Tickets, which will be deliver'd at the 

Theatre, this Day, at half a Guinea each, where Attendance will be given 

from 9 in the Morning till Night.  Gallery 2 s. 6 d.  To begin at 7 a Clock. 
(Daily Courant, 28 February 1719) 

 

By recording each reference for each concert, it is possible to see how many 

advertisements were placed for each concert and in which newspapers, how long before 

a concert advertising commenced, whether any of the details for the proposed concert 

changed between advertisements, and so on.  The time of each concert, when given, is 

recorded using 24-hour notation, which although anachronistic, greatly simplifies data 

entry.

The way in which each concert was described is recorded in the DESCRIPTION 

field; the exact description given in the reference is recorded to facilitate tracking of 

changes in terminology.  For ease of comparison it was decided to use a reference 

number to refer to the venue at which the concert took place in the CONCERT table; 

the original can be seen in the related record in the REGISTER table.  Thus, the venue 

entered in the CONCERT table with a VID of ‘1’, was variously described as: 

• Mr. Hickford's Dancing-School [December 1697] 

• Mr. Hickford's Dancing-Room [April 1707] 

• Mr. Hickford's Great Dancing-Room [March 1711] 

• the Great Room [April 1713] 

• Mr. Hickford's Dancing School [June 1713] 

• Mr. Hickford's School [May 1714] 
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• Mr. Hickford's Great Room [February 1719]  

The street address or other description of each venue’s location is recorded when 

this was given so the geographical spread of venues can be ascertained, and also so that 

it is possible to see when a venue moved its location.  ‘Mr. John Banisters House, now 

called the Musick-School’ was recorded at the following locations: 

• against the George Tavern in White Fryers [December 1672] 

• in White Fryers [September 1673] (the same location) 

• in Shandois-street, Covent garden [January 1675] 

 

The VENUE table records standardised information about the venues used for 

concert-giving; its structure is shown in Table B-4.

Categorising venues in this way enables an analysis of whether particular types 

of venues were associated with particular types of concert, performers, geographical 

locations, or time periods.  In addition, the exact position of venue locations as 

referenced in Rocque's 1738 map of London aids analysis of the spread of concert 

venues which again can be cross-referenced with concert types, performers and time 

periods. 

The CONCERT_DETAIL table records any information about the performer(s) 

and piece(s) that was presented in the reference.  If several performers were listed for a 

particular piece of music, then a record for each performer is entered together with the 

name of the piece being performed.  Although this may lead to duplications in recording 

the names of pieces, it does allow details to be kept of the personnel performing each 

piece.  The structure of the CONCERT_DETAIL table is shown in Table B-5.

Within any musical reference, it was quite common for details of performers and 

pieces performed to be incomplete or even non-existent.  Thus, there is not always a 

record in this table for each musical reference.  On the other hand, when details of many 

performers and/or pieces were given, there are several records in this table for each 

musical reference.  To aid entry of information about performers and composers when 

given, the data-entry application presents a list of the values held in the PERSONNEL 

table from which a choice can be made when entering the PID and CID fields.  Some 

references gave a description of the performer(s) rather than the individual name(s).  

This was often the case when several performers were being described as a group — 

‘Gentlemen of his Majesty's Chapel-Royal’, or ‘several extraordinary Hands hir'd on 

that Occasion’ — but could also be used for a single performer — ‘a Boy’, ‘a 

Gentlewoman’, or ‘an eminent Master’.  The description also adds information about a 

named individual: ‘who never yet performed in Publick’, or ‘just arrived from the Court 

of Brussels’.  The ACTIVITY field records the activity that the particular performer 

was undertaking in the concert — this is normally either ‘voice’ or the name of the 

instrument being played.  If a concert is linked with the name of a performer, then this is 

recorded in the ACTIVITY field.  For the following advertisement, a value of ‘His 

concert’ would be recorded in the ACTIVITY field for Signior Tosi. 

hereas last Monday proving to be the Lord Mayor's Day, Signior 

Tosi could not play his Consort of Musick, but will do it this 

present Thursday the 2d Instant, and the Thursday following; and 

afterwards on every Munday, in York-Buildings, during the Winter. 

(London Gazette, 2 November 1693) 

 

Many pieces are only incompletely or vaguely identified within the 

advertisements.  Where it is possible to identify a piece without any possibility of 

ambiguity then a standardised identification is recorded, rather than that given in the 

reference.  The DERIVED_CID field is used to store an identifier for the composer

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when a composer’s name has not been given but it is possible to identify the composer 

from the name of the piece of music being performed.

Ticket prices are not given in every musical reference and thus there is not 

always a record in this table for each musical reference.  Where a ticket prices is given, 

the TYPE of ticket is most often not indicated, there being a single price for all tickets.  

Where different prices are specified for different types of tickets, it is usually because 

the venue was a theatre, where different seat positions, as now, were charged at 

different rates.  In these cases, there are several records in this table for each musical 

reference.  The values in the PRICE field are converted into the equivalent number of 

shillings and entered as a decimal number.  Thus   ‘five shillings’ is entered as ‘5’, ‘3d’ 

as ‘0.25’, and ‘half a guinea’ as ‘10.5’.  This anachronistic system facilitates 

comparison of ticket prices for different types of concert, between venues, and over the 

period; the original can be seen in the related text in the REGISTER table.

As with the CONCERT table, the names of venues where tickets were sold is 

standardised for ease of comparison; the original can be seen in the related record in the 

REGISTER table.  The street address or other description of each ticket selling venue’s 

location is recorded when this was given, so the geographical spread of venues can 

ascertained.  It also becomes possible to see when a venue moved its location.  

The BENEFICIARY table records information about named beneficiaries of 

benefit concerts; its structure is shown in Table B-8.

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Appendix K. John Rocque's 1746 Map of London, 

Westminster and Southwark  

John Rocque's 1746 Map of London, Westminster and Southwark has been used 

as the basis of the maps included within the text.  Rocque’s map consists of twenty-four 

sheets, in three rows of eight. They are referenced A-H horizontally and 1-3 vertically. 

Thus, sheet 2C is the third sheet from the left-hand side, second row from the top.  Each 

sheet is divided into nine segments, three horizontally and three vertically; this is the 

same segmentation as used by Rocque for his original index.  Each segment is about a 

quarter of a mile wide and just under a third of a mile high. The map is available in a 

printed edition (Hyde, 1981) and on CD (Roque, 1746); the map references given in the 

text correspond with those given in the place name index of the latter and shown in 

Figure K-1 below.

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Appendix Q. Short Biographies of Solo Violinists  

Q.1 Foreign Violinists in London after the Restoration 

About 1670 the Italian virtuoso, Nicola Matteis, arrived in London and 

made quite an impression; he, unlike the earlier foreign violinists to come to these 

shores mentioned above, held no post at court.  Burney (1776–89: vol. II, 990) 

appreciated Matteis’ importance in the history of violin playing in England, 

stating that ‘the compositions and performance of Nicola Mateis had polished and 

refined our ears, and made them fit and eager for the sonatas of Corelli’. 

Gasparo Visconti (usually known by his stage name Gasparini) was the 

next celebrated foreign virtuoso violinist to arrive in England after Matteis; he 

claimed to have been “5 Years Corelli’s Scholar”, presumably before 1702, the 

year in which he first came to England (Daily Courant 1 October 1705).  He gave 

his first advertised performance in London at York Buildings on 3 November 

1702, being then described as “[…] the famous Musician that plays upon the 

Violin, newly come from Rome” (London Gazette 29 October–2 November 

1702).  He was listed as a member of the Drury Lane company for the 1702–3 

season (Avery, 1960: vol. 1, 26), and was a regular performer there, often playing 

Italian sonatas between the acts of plays, until April 1706.  Tartini was of the 

opinion that Visconti possessed a unique, God-given style of playing which was 

born and died with him (Hill, n.d.).  Despite Tartini’s opinion, Visconti had pupils 

with sufficient expertise to play in public both at Drury Lane and Richmond 

Wells. 

A self-proclaimed pupil of Corelli, Geminiani arrived in London in 1714.  

Never a prolific performer, Geminiani made his living mainly by teaching, 

composition and dealing in pictures, although he also enjoyed the favour of a 

number of patrons and produced a number of influential theoretical treatises.  The 

influence of his teacher can be seen both in Geminiani’s own compositions and in 

his concerto transcriptions of Corelli's op. 5 violin sonatas.  He promoted a series 

of concerts held at Hickford’s Room in the 1731/2 season, and despite their 

apparent success decided not to repeat the experience the following year.  After 

1732, he divided his time between London, Dublin, Paris and the Netherlands 

(Careri, 1991; 1993; n.d.; Grattan Flood, 1910). 
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In 1715, Pietro Castrucci ‘came lately over from Italy with the Lord 

Burlington’ (Daily Courant 22 and 23 July 1715), Handel’s patron, and probably 

remained in his household until at least 1721.  His first advertised appearance was 

at a concert held for his benefit at Hickford’s Great Room in Panton Street on 23 

July 1715.  He soon became a member of the band at the Haymarket where most 

operas were performed and was made leader perhaps as early as 1716, certainly 

by 1718 (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 3, 104–6).  He was given first place in the 

list of first violins who made up the opera orchestra for the Royal Academy of 

Music in its first season in 1720, and led Handel’s opera orchestra for over 20 

years before being replaced in 1737 (Milhous and Hume, 1983).  Castrucci also 

appeared frequently as a soloist in concerts at the main London concert venues 

playing both his own compositions and sonatas and concertos by Corelli.  He was 

held by Hawkins (1776: vol. II, 891) to be ‘an excellent performer on the violin’ 

but Burney (1776–89: vol. II, 698) considered him to ‘more than half mad’.  He 

was fond of displaying extravagant violin technique, boasting in a concert held at 

Hickfords on 19 March 1725 of a piece called ‘… the Feasts of the Piazza y 

Spagnia, in which Mr Castrucci will make you hear two Trumpets on the Violin 

(Daily Courant 17 and 19 March 1725); or on 26 February 1731 that he would 

perform a Solo ‘in which he will perform 24 Notes with one Bow (Daily Post 22, 

24 and 26 February 1731).  

Prospero Castrucci, brother of the more famous Pietro and perhaps 

likewise a pupil of Corelli, is never mentioned in advertisements as playing a solo 

or concerto, although he may have played in his own benefit concerts. He had a 

stable career playing in the orchestra at the Queen’s Theatre in the Haymarket and 

leading the orchestra of the Castle Society of Musicians (Highfill et al., 1973–91: 

vol. 3, 106).  

Giovanni Stefano Carbonelli is supposed to have studied under Corelli 

before he came to London in 1719 at the request of the Duke of Rutland; Burney 

(1776–89: vol. II, 1010) described him as ‘a plain intelligent performer of 

Corelli’s school’.  He gave his first advertised performance at Hickford’s on 13 

February 1719 (Daily Courant 9, 12 and 13 February 1719).  His appointment as 

leader of the band at Drury Lane is dated by Hawkins (1776: vol. II, 891) to about 

1725, although advertisements naming him as a solo performer between the acts 

of plays there commence in 1722.  Hawkins states that he only remained as leader 

there for a few years until about 1730 when he was replaced by Richard Jones.  
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After 1730, he continued to appear at public concerts: for instance in 1732/33 

season he led the band for a 20-concert subscription series arranged at Hickford’s 

by Carlo Arrigoni and Giuseppe Sammartini (London Evening Post 19 December 

1732); he also played in his own and others’ benefits and for the church service 

which preceded the Feast for the Sons of the Clergy.  During the 1740s he is only 

regularly listed playing at the benefits for the Fund for the Support of Decay’d 

Musicians, but a letter to the London Evening Post in 1747 indicates that he was 

first violin of the band at the King’s Theatre in the Haymarket (London Evening 

Post 10 November 1747).  A notice of a performance he gave at the Crown 

Tavern in the Strand on St.Cecilia’s Day, 22 November 1723, mentions the ‘no 

small Satisfaction of that Company’ and that Carbonelli ‘with his Violin, 

performed Wonders’ (London Journal 30 November 1723).  His last recorded 

appearance was on 21 March 1749 and thereafter he seems to have increasingly 

devoted his energies to importing wine, at which he was so successful that he was 

appointed a purveyor of wine to the King (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 3, 54–5). 

In additional to the pupils of Corelli already mentioned, a number of other 

Italian violinists worked in London in the first half of the eighteenth century; 

some did not stay for long, some achieved great prominence, and others but little.  

Nicola Cosimi arrived in England in March 1701, together with the cellist 

Nicola Haym, at the invitation of Wriothesley Russell, Duke of Bedford, who 

offered him food and lodging in London in addition to a salary of £100 per 

annum.  Cosimi stayed until the end of April 1705 and details of his income and 

expenses for his London stay appear in his surviving account ledgers, which show 

he made a profit of £1061 from his salary and his musical endeavours over the 

four years of his stay.  In addition to listing his income from private performances 

at the homes of the Duke of Bedford, Charles Calvert, Baron Baltimore, and Mr 

‘Brigman’ (Bridgeman?), Cosimi’s account ledgers also give details of his public 

performances, for none of which was he advertised by name in the London 

newspapers (Lindgren, 1982).  

Perhaps the most prominent Italian violinist who played in England during 

this period who was not a pupil of Corelli was Francesco Maria Veracini.  

Arriving in London in 1714, the same year as Geminiani, his first advertised 

performance was playing symphonies between the acts of Nicola Haym’s opera 

Dorinda at the Haymarket in January 1714.  Until April that year, he continued to 

appear as a soloist between the acts of operas and played at a few benefit concerts, 
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before leaving the country.  He returned to London in 1733 and stayed until 1738; 

despite Burney’s (1776–89: vol. II, 1003) assertion that ‘There was no concert 

now without a solo on the violin by Veracini’, only a single concert advertised his 

participation as a violinist during this period.  Returning in 1741, he appeared as a 

soloist between the acts of theatrical performances in that year and the next.  His 

last few years in England, up to 1745, were dominated by performances of his 

operas. 

Not all Italian violinists who came to England had a prominent solo career. 

Less significant violinists include the following: 

Alexandro Bitti, a brother of the violinist and composer Martino Bitti, is 

described as newly arriv’d from Italy in advertisements for a concert which took 

place at Hickford’s on 6 April 1715 (Daily Courant 4, 5 and 6 April 1715).  He 

spent some time, probably between early 1719 and 1720, as one of three first 

violins in the service of the Duke of Chandos at Cannons receiving a salary of £10 

per quarter (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 2, 139).  His name appears in the list of 

first violins who were to make up the opera orchestra for the Royal Academy of 

Music in its first season in 1720 (Milhous and Hume, 1983; Southey, 2001: vol. 2, 

5). 

Giuseppe Cattaneo was listed among the violinists performing in the 

entertainments at the Guildhall for the Lord Mayor’s Day entertainments in 1727 

and held a concert for his own benefit at Hickford’s on 14 April 1738.  He 

evidently played at the Haymarket Theatre, as on 14 April 1762 part of the profits 

of the evening went ‘… towards relieving old Signor Cataneo, who during forty 

years was useful at the Operas, but is now in extreme Distress’ (Highfill et al., 

1973–91: vol. 3, 106–7; Southey, 2001: vol. 2, 8). 

A Mr Guering, probably the Naples-born Francesco Guerini, was noted 

as a ‘Virtuoso of the Violin, who lately came over with His Grace the Duke of 

Hamilton’ when he advertised his own benefit at Hickford's on 15 April 1751 

(Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 6, 441). 

Angelo Morigi was a pupil of Tartini who only performed in London in 

1750 and 1751, holding a benefit for himself at Hickford‘s in Brewer Street on 23 

April 1750, and the following year appearing in a benefit for Francesca Cuzzoni 

(Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 10, 315). 

Nicolo Pasquali came to London about 1743 and the few mentions of his 

name in advertisements are for his appearances in other’s benefit concerts.  In 
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1748, he organised two ‘Morning Concerts’ at Hickford’s, Brewer Street, in 

which he performed.  He spent the majority of the rest of his life working in 

Dublin (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 11, 231–2). 

Giovanni Piantanida came to England in 1739 and remained until 1743.  

The majority of his performances were between the acts of theatrical 

performances at Drury Lane and in 1742–3 he was one of seven foreigners in that 

theatre’s orchestra (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 11, 300–1). 

 Little is known about Mr Sanguenette other than the fact that he was first 

violin in performances of Handel’s Music for the Royal Fireworks which took 

place at the New Wells in Goodman’s Fields in 1750. 

It may be assumed that Claudio Rogier, often simply ‘Signior Clodio’ in 

advertisements, was of Italian extraction, but this is not certain.  He played at 

Drury Lane in 1707 and perhaps earlier, and his name was in the list of first 

violins who were to make up the opera orchestra for the Royal Academy of Music 

in its first season in 1720 (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 13, 75; Milhous and 

Hume, 1983).  

Gaetano Scarpettini served as one of three first violins in the service of 

the Duke of Chandos at Cannons from about 1717 to 1721, receiving a salary of 

£7 10s. per quarter.  A number of concerts for his benefit were advertised between 

1725 and 1732, and he played in the group of instrumentalists which performed 

for the Lord Mayor’s Day Royal Entertainment on 28 October 1727 (Burrows, 

1985; Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 13, 227). 

Born in Rimini, Carlo Tessarini seems to have come to London in 1747 

as he was serving as first violin in performances at Ruckholt House and Gardens 

that summer.  Early the following year he played in Palma’s concerts at 

Hickford’s in Brewer Street but no further mention of him in London occurs 

(Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 14, 401–2). 

Like Tessarini, Signior Tortoretti appears not to have been in London for 

long; his few advertised performances were at one of London’s less significant 

pleasure haunts — Cuper’s Gardens, and in a benefit concert at the Castle Tavern 

in Paternoster Row. 

 Foreign violinists from countries other than Italy were much scarcer in 

London in the first half of the eighteenth century and of these, only the Dutchman 

Willem De Fesch stayed for any length of time.  Arriving in London in 1732, De 

Fesch appeared as a concert violinist and was listed as ‘a respectable professor on 
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the violin’ (Van Den Bremt and Rasch, n.d.).  In 1746, he was first violin in 

Handel’s orchestra and in 1748 and 1749 he was leader of the band at Marylebone 

Gardens (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 6, 262–3).  Master Granier is recorded as 

playing the violin at two benefits for himself and other junior members of his 

family in 1740, but in all later advertisements he and his brother and sister are 

listed as dancers.  Pieter Hellendaal was a Dutch pupil of Tartini who was in 

London for a single season before returning to England on a more permanent 

basis in 1751 (McVeigh, 1989b: 77).  Little is known of Knerler, not even his 

first name; he performed in concerts in Bristol in 1743, in London 1744–45, was 

leader of concerts in York and gave concerts in Durham and Newcastle in 1746 

and 1747 (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 9, 58; Southey, 2001: vol. 2, 23).  Johann 

Paul Kunzen and his son Adolf Carl came to London for the 1728–9 season and 

gave a benefit concert at which Johann played some sonatas and concertos 

accompanied by his son on the harpsichord.  It was noted that Adolf, who was 

only seven years old at the time, ‘plays on the Harpsicord after a surprising 

Manner; and sings and plays on the Violin, as will be more particularly express’d 

in the Great Bills’ (Daily Post 13 January 1729), but further details of his 

performance are not known.  

Q.2 British Violinists in London after the Restoration 

British violinists who are known to have been active in London in the first 

half of the eighteenth century far outnumber those from foreign parts (See Section 

9.5.2).  Nor were they all held in low esteem when compared to their overseas 

competitors. 

Said by Anthony Wood to be ‘one of the musicians or public waits of S. 

Giles’ Parish near London, John Banister I probably received his musical 

training from his father.  He is recorded as playing in The Siege of Rhodes in 1656 

and Pepys writes of hearing him play both violin and flageolet in various taverns 

in 1660.  His skill on the violin attracted royal attention and he was appointed to 

the violins at Court from Christmas 1660.  Sent to France in 1661 by Charles II 

‘to learn the way of the French composition’, on his return he was appointed to 

the King’s Private Musicke and made director of the ‘select band of twelve 

violins’ from the King’s Twenty-Four Violins. Following some difficulties over 

money and impertinent comments about French music, Banister was replaced in 
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his directorship of the twelve violins by the Frenchman, Louis Grabu in 1666, 

although he remained a member of the group until his death in 1679.  Apart from 

his work at Court, Banister composed for and played in theatres and taverns, and 

in December 1672 was the first to advertise a series of daily concerts which he 

held first at his house, the ‘Musick-School’ opposite the George Tavern in 

Whitefriars, then in Chandos Street, Covent Garden, at ‘the Academy in Little 

Lincolns-Inn Fields’ and finally in Essex Buildings in the Strand (Ashbee et al., 

1998; Banister, 1676; Holman and Lasocki, n.d.; Latham and Matthews, 1995; 

Pulver, 1931). 

John Banister II (1662–1736), a son of the violinist John Banister who 

first advertised public concerts in London newspapers in 1672, was presumably 

taught the violin by his father whose place he took in the King’s band of 24 

violins on 6 November 1679, an appointment he still held it at his death.  By 1702 

he had been appointed a first violin in the Drury Lane Theatre, becoming leader at 

some point and holding this position possibly until some time after 1720 when he 

was succeeded by Giovanni Carbonelli.  In 1708 he became one of the first violins 

in the opera orchestra at the Queen’s Theatre, Haymarket; starting among the 

second rank of musicians, he was earning the top salary of £40 per annum by 

1709, and remained there until at least December 1710.  He played at Thomas 

Britton’s music club from 1712 and in the last advertisement containing his name 

which appeared in 1715 he was associated with the new Lincoln’s Inn Fields 

Theatre (Burney, 1776–89: vol. II, 983–4; Hawkins, 1776: vol. II, 790–1; Highfill 

et al., 1973–91: vol. 1, 253–4; Lasocki, n.d.-a; Tilmouth, 1957–8; Wilson, 1959). 

Abraham Brown (fl. 1738–1768) may well be the Mr Brown who 

appears in a series of advertisements in 1738 playing with ‘others, who performed 

in the Opera’s […] accompanied with the Harmony of a curious Machine of new 

Invention, called The Athenian University, or The Muses Paradise’; the 

‘instrument’ could be won by a draw from among those who bought tickets 

(London Daily Post and General Advertisor 19 October 1738).  During the 1740s 

he appeared regularly in benefit concerts at a variety of venues, frequently playing 

solos or concertos.  After 1750, he succeeded Michael Christian Festing as first 

violin at Ranelagh Gardens, took part in concerts at the Swan Tavern, became a 

member of the King’s Musick, played at performances of Messiah at the 

Foundling Hospital, and, outside London, in the Three Choirs Festival (Highfill et 

al., 1973–91: vol. 2, 361–2).  Burney (1776–89: vol. II, 1012–3) described him as: 
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‘…a performer who had a clear, sprightly, and loud tone, with a strong hand; but, 

though he had travelled through Italy, he was ignorant of Music, and the pieces he 

played consisted of des notes, et rien que des notes: for he had no soul nor sense 

of expression’.  

Richard Charke (c1709–c1738) began his career as a dancing master, but 

by 1729 had succeeded Richard Jones as leader of the band at Drury Lane, also 

playing violin solos and concertos between the acts of plays and sometimes taking 

on singing roles (Fiske and Troost, n.d.; Hawkins, 1776: vol. II, 892; Highfill et 

al., 1973–91: vol. 3, 165–7).  Burney (1776–89: vol. II, 1003) comments that in 

the early 1730s there was no ‘play at Drury-lane without a concerto on the [violin] 

by Charke’. 

John Clegg (c1714–c1750) was a child prodigy who was taught violin by 

his father, also, it is said, by William Viner, Master of the State Music in Dublin, 

who cannot have had a huge influence as he died in 1716 when Clegg must still 

have been a very small child, and subsequently by Matthew Dubourg.  Following 

his first public concert in Dublin on 20 March 1723 at the age of nine, he made his 

London début less than two months later on May 24, a musical event which 

Burney (1776–89: vol. II, 1003–4) considered to have been one of the most 

memorable of the year.  He was chosen by Handel to succeed Castrucci as leader 

of the band at the opera, and probably also played in the oratorios.  Burney states 

that his contemporaries counted him as ‘superior to all performers on the violin in 

tone and execution till about the year 1740’; Hawkins (1776: vol. II, 891–2) 

opines that ‘travelling with lord Ferrers to Italy, [he] so greatly improved himself, 

that at this return he excelled in the leading of a concert, all in England: the 

strength of his tone, and the most rapid and distinct execution that had ever been 

heard in this country, were the qualities that recommended him.’  As Burney 

declared that ‘there was no concert now [early 1730s] without a solo on the violin 

by Veracini, or Clegg’, it seems likely that he performed more frequently than 

surviving advertisements indicate.  Mental disturbance cut his career short and he 

spent some time in Bethlem Hospital (1744–6), where, according to Burney, ‘it 

was a long fashionable, though inhuman amusement, to visit him there […] in 

hopes of being entertained by his fiddle or his folly’ (Bartlett, n.d.; Boydell, 1988: 

39 and 55; Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 3, 318). 

Advertisements show Richard Collett (fl. 1736/7–1767) playing in a 

number of benefit concerts from 1736 or 1737 onwards, but it is more than likely 
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that he was active as a performer before that date.  By 1745, he was leader of the 

band at Vauxhall Gardens, a position which he still held in 1750 when there was 

some disagreement with the proprietor, Mr Tyers.  Burney (1776–89: vol. II, 

1011) admired his technique: ‘his tone was full, clear, and smooth, and his hand 

strong’; but was less complimentary about his musicality: ‘having neither taste 

nor knowledge of Music, he always remained in inelegant player’ (Highfill et al., 

1973–91: vol. 3, 391–2). 

William Corbett (1680–1748) was probably already an established 

composer when he gave his first benefit concert on 17 March 1699.  In 1705 he 

was engaged to lead the band at the new Queen’s Theatre in the Haymarket, a 

position which he held until 1711.  He made his first appearance as a soloist at a 

public concert at York Buildings on 19 March 1707, and thereafter appeared 

regularly there and at a number of other London concert venues, often in benefits, 

the majority of which were for himself and sometimes his wife, the singer Anna 

Lodi, whom he married in 1703.  Corbett was appointed to the King’s Music in 

1709, and retained his position until 1748 despite his many long absences in Italy 

and elsewhere.  It was probably in Italy that he gradually built up the large 

collection of music and instruments which he tried to sell at auctions held in 

London in 1714, 1724 and 1741.  His instrument collecting also saw fruit in the 

use of instruments in his concerts which had never been seen in London before: 

the mandolin (The Guardian 24 and 25 March 1713), the ‘Viol d’Venere’ (Daily 

Post 17 and 18 March 1724), the ‘Viol D’Amore’ (Daily Post 14, 15, 18, 19 and 

20 March 1728; Daily Courant 18, 20 and 21 March 1728; London Evening Post 

19 March 1728) and ‘Chamber Horns’ (Daily Courant 18 and 20 March 1728; 

London Evening Post 19 March 1728) (Ashbee et al., 1998: vol. I, 299–302; 

Burney, 1776–89: vol. II, 694, 985, 990, 997 and 998; Edwards, n.d.; Hawkins, 

1776: vol. II, 822–3; Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 2 487–90). 

Thomas Cuthbert (?–1737) had benefits in 1703, 1711 and 1712 and may 

well be the ‘Mr Cuthbert’ who is listed among the violinists performing in the 

entertainments at the Guildhall for the Lord Mayor’s Day entertainments in 1714 

and 1727.  Thomas Cuthbert was attached to the Drury Lane company, possibly as 

a violinist, but certainly as a music copyist, as bills survive showing payments to 

him for copying music between 1714 and 1716.  He died on 23 August 1737, and 

was described as “an eminent Performer on the Violin” and a senior musician in 
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ordinary in the King’s Musick (Burrows, 1985; Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 4, 

108). 

Thomas Dean senior (fl. 1701–1711) was listed as a member of the 

Lincoln’s Inn Fields for the 1703/4 season, and was a member of the band at the 

Queen’s Theatre in the Haymarket at a salary of £30 per annum between 1707 and 

1712.  He played the violin at a number of benefits and other concerts at the main 

London venues between 1701 and 1711, and appeared as part of the 

entertainments offered at Hampstead Wells and Cheshunt House in Hertfordshire.  

Between 1708 and 1709, his concert performances often consisted of airs for the 

violin and arch-lute composed by and played with his son, the archlute player 

Thomas Dean junior (Burney, 1776–89: vol. II, 985; Diack Johnstone, n.d.; 

Hawkins, 1853: vol. II, 768; Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 4, 247–8). 

Matthew Dubourg (1703–1767) was the natural son of the dancing 

master Isaacs.  A pupil of Geminiani, he soon made a name as a child prodigy: his 

first benefit London concert was held on 17 May 1714 when he was only eleven 

years old, but Hawkins (1776: vol. II, 892) writes of him appearing some time 

earlier than this at one of Thomas Britton’s concerts, where, standing on a stool, 

he played a solo, probably by Corelli, with great success.  In 1728, he was 

appointed to succeed J.S. Kusser as Master and Composer of State Music in 

Ireland, a post said to have been intended for Geminiani but transferred to 

Dubourg for religious reasons.  From then until 1752, when he succeeded Festing 

as leader of the King’s Band in London, he spent most of his time in Dublin 

though occasionally travelling to London.  Hawkins describes Dubourg’s 

performance on the violin as ‘very bold and rapid’ and Burney (1776–89: vol. II, 

998) writes of accompanying him in Chester in 1744 in Corelli’s fifth Sonata, 

‘which he performed in a manner so superior to any one I had then heard, that I 

was equally astonished and delighted; particularly with the fulness of his tone and 

spirit of his execution’.  He also liked to show off his skill: Burney comments that 

on one occasion, he inserted a lengthy cadenza into the ritornello of an air and 

when he finally finished, Handel, who was conducting, exclaimed ‘Welcome 

home, Mr Dubourg’.  In 1761 he was appointed Master of Her Majesty’s Band of 

Music in London at £200 a year (Boydell, n.d.-a: vol. 4, 485–6; 1988; Highfill et 

al., 1973–91).  

Michael Christian Festing (1705–1752) was a pupil of Richard Jones and 

then of Geminiani.  His first concert appearance was in a benefit held at 
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Hickford’s in Panton Street on 6 March 1723, and he continued to appear at a 

number of benefits held in the main London venues.  He was leader of the band at 

the Haymarket from 1737 onwards and in 1740 he became a member of the 

King’s Musick, a place he held at least until 1750.  He was closely associated with 

a number of amateur music societies including the Academy of Ancient Music, 

and was director of music at Ranelagh Gardens from its opening in 1742 until his 

death in 1752.  Neither Hawkins (1776: vol II, 892–3) nor Burney (1776–89: vol. 

II, 1012 )was impressed by his playing, the latter commenting: ‘Nor was there a 

benefit concert for any English professor at that time without a solo on the violin 

by Mr. M.C. Festing; and yet there is not a ripieno player on the violin at the 

opera now, whose hand and abilities are not superior to those of Festing upon that 

instrument’ (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 5, 237–8).  

Richard Jones (late seventeenth century–1744) appears in the list of 

second violins who made up the opera orchestra for the Royal Academy of Music 

in its first season in 1720.  He succeeded Stefano Carbonelli as leader of the 

orchestra at Drury Lane in about 1730, though he may have been playing in the 

orchestra before that date.  Among his violin pupils was Michael Christian Festing 

(Milhous and Hume, 1983; Platt, n.d.).   

Nothing is known of the working life of Robert King (c1660–1726) 

before 6 February 1680 when he was admitted as musician in ordinary for the 

Private Music, in the place of John Banister, who had died the previous year.  He 

retained his post at court until he was replaced on 6 November 1726.  Much of his 

career was outside the court, organising concerts both on his own and with 

Franck, selling music with John Banister the younger, and as a teacher and 

composer.  Unambiguous references to him in his capacity as a performer are hard 

to find, although it is quite likely that he played both in the concerts which he 

organised and at his own benefits, but not necessarily as a soloist (Ashbee et al., 

1998: vol. II, 649–50; Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 9, 25–6; Holman, n.d.-c). 

Thomas Pinto (1727–83) was the son of a Portuguese refugee from 

Naples who performed as a child prodigy in Edinburgh and Newcastle.  Soon 

becoming one of the most prominent violinists in Britain, he played as soloist and 

leader in many London and provincial concerts and theatres.  Pinto became 

principal violinist at the Haymarket Theatre in 1757 in place of Giardini, before 

moving to Drury Lane in 1763.  An unwise investment to revive Marylebone 
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Gardens forced him to flee to Scotland in 1770 and subsequently to Dublin where 

he led at the Smock Alley Theatre 1773–79 (McVeigh, 1989b: 94–6). 

William Viner (?–1716) was active in Dublin in the early eighteenth 

century and held the post of Master of the State Music in Ireland from 1703 until 

his death.  It is possible that he was the Mr ‘Vinum’ who was listed as a member 

of the orchestra at a daily rate of 10 shillings at the Queen’s Theatre, Haymarket 

for the 1708–09 season.  He was said to have been a teacher of the Irish violinist 

John Clegg from an exceptionally early age, and as the latter was born in 1714 

such tuition must have ceased before the young Clegg reached his third birthday 

(Boydell, n.d.-b; Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 15, 178; Milhous and Hume, 1982: 

119). 

Less significant British violinists include: 

Thomas Augustine Arne (1710–1778) is not really known for his violin 

playing, but he did learn the instrument as a young man, and very occasionally he 

is advertised as playing in public, sometimes accompanying the singing of his 

sister. 

Thomas Baston (fl. 1709–27) usually played together with his younger 

brother, John, a composer and performer on the recorder and cello.  They played 

occasionally at the Lincoln’s Inn Fields Theatre from 1715 onwards, but they do 

not appear to have been salaried members of the company.  Thomas is not 

mentioned as a soloist in advertisements after 1719, but he is listed among the 

violinists and John among the cellists performing in the entertainments at the 

Guildhall for the Lord Mayor’s Day entertainments in 1727 (Burrows, 1985; 

Edwards and Lasocki, n.d.; Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 1, 375–6). 

Mr Beeston’s (fl. 1708–1712) name almost only occurs within his own 

benefit concerts, which are all held at rather minor venues.  He must have worked 

as a teacher as one of his scholars is listed as performing at his last advertised 

benefit concert in 1712 (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 1, 413). 

A Mr Brown (fl. 1727) is listed among the violinists performing in the 

entertainments at the Guildhall for the Lord Mayor’s Day entertainments in 1727 

(Burrows, 1985). 

A Mr Bulkley Junior (fl. 1713–1714) and Mr Pitchford shared a benefit 

at Hampstead Wells on 27 June 1713 (Daily Courant 25, 26 and 27 June 1713).  

A Buckley Junior is listed among the violinists performing in the entertainments 
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at the Guildhall for the Lord Mayor’s Day entertainments in 1714. It seems likely 

that Buckley Junior and Bulkley Junior are one and the same (Burrows, 1985). 

Mr Butler (fl. 1748–50) performed a violin concerto in a benefit concert 

in 1749, but seems primarily to have been a harpsichordist. 

Mr Coyl (fl. 1750–1775) performed ‘a favourite Solo on the Viollin, 

composed by Sig. Carbonelle’ at ‘Publick Breakfasting’ held at Dulwich Wells on 

Mondays during the 1750 season (General Advertiser 25, 27 and 30 April 1750).  

He is possibly the Miles Coyle (d.1775) who was said to have come from the 

south of England to lead the York Subscription concerts from c1750–1775, and 

who held yearly benefits and played at all other benefits in the city (Southey, 

2001: vol. 2, 10). 

Henry Eccles Junior (?1675–85–?1735–45) is advertised in only a single 

concert in London in 1705 (Daily Courant 2 January 1705), and again in 1713 

(Daily Courant 12 and 15 May 1713) where he is described as ‘Musician to his 

Grace […] the Duke of Aumont, Embassador extraordinary from France’; he 

seems to have returned to France with the Duke’s entourage shortly thereafter 

(Laurie, n.d.). 

John Christian Eversman (fl. 1724–39) was a regular employee in the 

band at Lincoln’s Inn Fields between 1726 and 1731 before leaving to join the 

band at Goodmans’ Fields Theatre where he played between 1732 and 1736 

(Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 5, 129–30). 

Mr Fisher (fl. 1746–7) is only known from two benefits for Mr Balicourt 

at which he played concertos on both violin and violoncello. 

John George Freake (fl. 1739–63) first appears playing concertos in 

theatrical performances at the New Theatre in the Haymarket in 1744, and later in 

benefits for himself and others.  He later played in performances of Messiah at the 

Foundling Hospital (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 5, 400). 

Mr Gordon (fl. 1745) only appears in a performance, playing a concerto 

in a performance of Arne’s opera Alfred the Great (General Advertiser 30 March, 

1, 2 and 3 April 1745).  

Mr Griffith (fl. 1729) appeared playing concertos on the violin and 

violoncello in his own benefit concert at Hickford’s in Panton Street. 

Rouse Hawley’s (fl. 1718–19) main claim to fame is that of being the first 

violinist other than the composer to advertise performances of Geminiani’s works.  

He was awarded the Mus.Bac. at Cambridge in 1719 (Venn, 1922–54). 
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Mr Jackson (fl. 1743–61) played in concerts at the Swan Tavern, Cornhill 

and the New Spring Gardens, Greenwich.  He may or may not be the Thomas 

Jackson who was a member of the King’s Band 1748–78 (McVeigh, 1989b: 68). 

Samuel Johnson (1691–1773) is much better known as an actor and 

writer of Hurlothrumbo, but when he first arrived in London in 1724, he played 

three concertos in a concert on 27 March (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 8, 181–4). 

Mr Jones (fl. 1716–17) was paid £2 3s for playing the violin in the band 

at the King’s Theatre five nights between 8 December 1716 and 29 June 1717 

(Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 8, 220).  

Mr Manship (fl. 1707-10) was among the lowest-paid members of the 

orchestra at the Queen’s Theatre, Haymarket between 1707 and 1712.  He also 

played in concerts at some of the less significant London venues (Highfill et al., 

1973–91: vol. 10, 73).

 Sarah Ottey (fl. 1720–21) bears the distinction of being one of the 

earliest professional women performers in London, playing harpsichord, bass viol 

and violin in concerts for her own benefit (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 11, 124). 

Information about John Pettit (fl. 1729–39) is to be obtained almost 

solely from advertisements for his performances which show that he was 

adventurous in his choice of repertoire, performing pieces by composers who 

were neither well known nor frequently performed in England (Daily Journal 25 

and 27 April 1733)

 (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 11, 276). 

Mr Pitchford (fl. 1707–17) appears several times in Vice Chamberlain 

Coke’s papers as a violinist, violoncellist or a bass player (Highfill et al., 1973–

91: vol.12, 8; Milhous and Hume, 1982: 30, 151, 158–9). 

Elizabeth Plunkett (1725–44) was a pupil of Matthew Dubourg in Dublin 

where she made her professional debut in 1740.  She gave two concerts in London 

for her own benefit in January and February 1744 before marrying a Mr Devenish 

in the spring of that year.  She died in London in June 1744 (Highfill et al., 1973–

91: vol. 12, 37). 

John Ravenscroft (?–1745?) was a violinist at the Goodman’s Fields 

playhouse and played solos there, as well as performing in his own benefit 

concerts (Highfill et al., 1973–91: vol. 12, 263). 
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 This is not the Joseph Manship who was appointed to the private music of William III in 1689 

(Ashbee et al., 1998: vol. II, 760). 
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 A slightly different programme is given in each advertisement.  
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Charles Smith (?–1723) replaced Charles Powell in the King’s Private 

Musick in 1700 and continued to serve at court until his death in 1723.  He played 

in a series of concerts, many of them benefits at York Buildings and Stationers’ 

Hall between 1703 and 1712.  His name appears in the list of third violins who 

were to make up the opera orchestra for the Royal Academy of Music in its first 

season in 1720 (Ashbee et al., 1998: vol. II, 1022; Milhous and Hume, 1983) 

A Mr Williams gave a solo in a concert at the Castle Tavern in 1750; 

there is insufficient information to identify him further.
